Definition:  A family includes a householder and one or more other people living in the same household who are related to the householder by birth, marriage, or adoption.  All people in a household who are related to the householder are regarded as members of his or her family.  A household can contain only one family for purposes of census tabulations. Not all households contain families since a household may be a group of unrelated people or one person living alone.

A family household may contain people not related to the householder, but those people are not included as part of the householder's family in census tabulations.  Thus, the number of family households is equal to the number of families, but family households may include more members than do families.

Families are classified according to the following types: 1) Married-couple family. This category includes a family in which the householder and his or her spouse are enumerated as members of the same household.  2) Female householder, no husband present. This category includes a family with a female maintaining a household with no husband of the householder present.  3) Male householder, no wife present. This category includes a family with a male maintaining a household with no wife of the householder present.

An own child is a person under 18 years who is a son or daughter by birth, marriage (a stepchild), or adoption.  In Census 2000, 100% tabulations of own children consist of ALL sons/daughters of householders who are under 18 years of age, regardless of the child’s marital status.  In Census 2000 tabulations derived from sample data, own children consist of sons/daughters of householders who are under 18 years of age and who have never been married.  This particular file is based on 100% tabulations.

Comments: This file includes counts of total families.  The file also includes counts and proportions of the three types of families (married-couple; female-headed, no husband present; and male-headed, no wife present); total families with own children under 18 years; and families by type with own children under 18 years.  Proportions represent percentages of the total numbers of families in each geographic area.
